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COMMUNITY SERVICE

Objectives:  Students will actively participate in a service project that addresses the needs of the community.  Curricular knowledge and skills will be acquired, developed, and demonstrated through this integrated service-learning experience.  While improving life in the community, students will understand and demonstrate civic responsibility.  Students will reflect on their experiences, how their efforts affected their own learning, and how the community was assisted.  

Who:  You must work individually, although others may do their service at the same location and at the same time.

What:  Complete _________ hours of community service at a non-profit, health organization.  You must work with people and serve the greater community.  This may not be service you are already doing or that you will get credit for somewhere else.  You may not serve the facility (you may not shelf books, answer phones, file paperwork, or provide religious instruction).  You may not receive any monetary compensation for your service.  Additionally, a relative may not directly supervise you.         
(  Step One:  Find a place that will allow you to do community service with them.  You need to complete the approval sheet (on the back) and put it in the final project booklet (so save it).  


* Where:  Places that students have successfully completed service, in the past, are posted on my website.  These listings are only suggestions.  I suggest you call early...get started today! (  You must get approval prior to completing any of the service hours (get approval sheet signed before serving hours)!
* When calling an agency please be very polite and friendly!  Be sure to get the person’s name!  Also, consider going into the organization for “faster service”.  Be sure to dress appropriately!  

(  Step Two:  Get approval Ms. B. MUST approve your service prior to you volunteering!
(  Step Three:  Do the service  ( Please dress appropriately and be polite and friendly!  (
(  Step Four:  Create your booklet (see instructions below)

(  Step Five:  Turn in your booklet on time!  Due:  _______________________________  

The project must be turned in on or by the last day of the course.  If you are absent and it is not turned in by the end of the class session, you will receive a zero.  You may turn the project into my mailbox located in the main office of Taft High School.

(  Hours completed:  for every hour of service done .7 point will be awarded (total of 14 points)  

(  The booklet:  a letter on letterhead and a business card to prove the hours were completed (see above) (please note I will not call/email places to verify service), 5 photos (1 point), colorful/creative (1 point), thank-you letter in a stamped, addressed envelope (3 points), and the signed approval sheet (1 point)
